I recommend to you the talents of Amanda White, soprano.  Amanda is singer who possesses a sure and dependable vocal technique, and so can be counted on to "do the job" extremely well.  "Unflappable" is a word that might be used in her case … 





Her voice is attractive, she adapts well to any style.  Amanda sang with various choral groups that I conduct – the Choir of the American Cathedral (as soloist and section leader), the Paris Choral Society (as soloist – her rendition of Rejoice, greatly, O daughter of Zion from Handel's Messiah was particularly memorable).  The flexibility of her talent and the range of her vocal ability were probably most evident during recordings sessions of "Humana," a 16-voice group that recorded choral arrangements of French popular songs of the 20th century.  





I would describe Amanda as a highly-trained and well-rounded musician who couples her remarkable vocal and techniques to her colorful personality.  The result is quite interesting.
